George Li
Born in August, 1995, George Li started to take piano lessons at age four with Mrs. Dorothy Shi.  At age eight, George also took piano lesions with Mr. Cheng-Zhong Yin.  George won the first place in the Massachusetts State Piano Competition at age six and seven.  At age nine, George won the first place in the Metrowest Symphony Orchestra Concerto Competition.  In 2005, George won second place in both the Virginia Waring and the World Piano Competitions.  At age nine, George was invited to perform in the first Yin Cheng-Zhong Piano Master-class in China.  He performed Haydn Concerto No. 11 with Xiamen Philharmonic Symphony Orchestra.  Since the fall of 2005, at age ten, George Li has participated in chamber music and piano seminar at the New England Conservatory Preparatory School.  George and his trio team were invited to perform in the Feast of Music of New England Conservatory.  Shortly after that, George and his trio team were chosen to perform in “From the Top”, a National Public Radio classical music program for young audiences.  Recently, George was interviewed and appeared on CBS’s Sunday Magazine with Liz Walker (July 16, 2006.)  He has been invited to perform a concerto with Symphony Pro Musica, Mark Churchill music director, in November 2006. 

As a young pianist, George is always happy to share his musical talents with others with numerous solo recitals.  He was invited to perform in the Steinway “Peace Piano” Concert to benefit UNICEF, raising funds for children of the world.  He also played for the senior citizens in nursing homes.  Piano is neither George’s only love nor the only thing in which he excels. Besides music, he enjoys reading, biking, soccer, baseball, computer games, attending concerts – and thinking!  He also shows talent and interest in math, science, and literature.

Sun Jiayi was born on Nov. 23, 1989 in Shenyang. In 1999, she was enrolled by Primary School Attached to THE CENTRAL CONSERVATORY OF MUSIC. In the same year, she attended SINO-FRANCE 6 CLASS MI-DUO PIANO 

CONTEST and gained the 1st prize. In 2000, she participated in CHINA XINGHAI CUP CHILDREN PIANO COMPETITION and again won 1st place in Professional Group. In 2001, she was recommended for admission by THE MUSIC SCHOOL ATTTAHCED TO THE CENTRAL CONSERVATORY OF MUSIC.

In 2002, she attended ST. PERTERSBURG FOUTH SESSION INTERNATIONAL CHILDREN PIANO,A STEP TO MASTER§ COMPETITION in Russia and got 1st prize in the Group of children aged from 12 to 16 years old. At 12 years old, she cooperated with St. Petersburg  Symphony Orchestra for the 1st time in the competition to perform Griega-moll Piano Concerto. In 2003, at the invitation of Xiamen AIYUE Philharmonic Orchestra, she performed together with Xiamen AIYUE Philharmoinic Orchestra Prokofiev Piano Concerto No. 1 and Griega-moll Piano Concerto.

In 2004, she took a part in THE FOUTH MOSCOW INTERNATIONAL FREDERICK CHOPIN COMPETITION FOR YOUNG PIANISTS and was awarded the 1st prize again. In addition, she played Chopin Piano Concerto No. 1 op.11 together with Moscow Chopin Music Conservatory in this competition.

On Oct. 22, 2004, her 1st Piano Solo Recital was successfully held in Liaoning Opera House in her home town Shenyang. Cooeperated with Liaoning Symphony Orchestra, she played Chopin Piano Concerto No. 1. On Nov. 21, she gave performance in the auditorium of THE CENTRAL CONSERVATORY OF MUSIC. At the relevant invitation, she gave performances in Paris     Music Conservatory as well as in the Poland Embassy in France on Nov. 27, 2004. 

Invited by Liaoning Provincial government and Cultural Department, she participated in the 2005 New Year Music Concert on Dec. 30. and now she is studing with Chengzong Yin.
